 The  Interna�onal  Student  Support  Centre  (ISSC)  at  MRU  provides  a  vibrant  space  for  students 

 from  all  backgrounds  to  meet  other  MRU  students  as  well  as  students  studying  on  exchange. 

 The  ISSC  is  staffed  by  student  leaders  and  volunteers  who  are  trained  to  provide  informa�on  on 

 all  Interna�onal  Educa�on  programming,  support  students,  and  lead  peer-driven  programs  that 

 connect  interna�onal  and  domes�c  students.  The  ISSC  team  plans  and  creates  opportuni�es  for 

 students  to  par�cipate  in  fun  and  engaging  social  and  cultural  ac�vi�es,  educate  the  MRU 

 student  community  about  study  abroad  programs  and  opportuni�es  and  provides  a  space  for 

 students  to  gather  to  prac�ce  language,  study,  meet  new  people,  and  learn  from  each  other.  In 

 �mes  of  online  learning,  the  ISSC  transi�ons  much  of  its  programming  online  to  con�nue 

 providings support and building community for students. 

 Recognizing  that  peer  engagement  is  a  powerful  resource,  the  ISSC  Leads  (up  to  2  posi�ons) 
 will  develop  sustainable  programming  which  supports  interna�onal  students,  engages  the 
 MRU  popula�on,  and  promotes  the  benefits  of  interna�onal  opportuni�es  and  global 
 ci�zenship both locally and abroad. 

 Du�es and Responsibili�es 
 ●  Coordinate  a  mo�vated  and  engaged  team  of  volunteers  to  create  a  vibrant  and 

 ac�ve ISSC 
 ●  Create,  implement,  and  maintain  regular,  ongoing  events  and  ac�vi�es  in  the  ISSC  to 

 meet the needs of our various student groups 
 ●  Collaborate  with  other  leads  and  Interna�onal  Educa�on  Intern  and  liaise  with 

 Interna�onal Educa�on staff 
 ●  Increase  awareness  of  the  Interna�onal  Student  Support  Centre  and  develop  more 

 student engagement 
 ●  Organize,  execute  and  support  socially  &  culturally  focused  events  with  an  intent  to 

 bring interna�onal and domes�c students together to build community

 comfortable speaking English language

 ●  Strong communica�on and interpersonal communica�ons skills
